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In the Name of Allah, who came in the Person of Master 
Fard Muhammad, to whom Praises are due forever. and 
His last and greatest messenger the most Honorable 
Elijah Muhammad peace be upon him.

Alaikum. Muslim Daily Prayer book by the Honorable 
Elijah explains how we must pray daily five prayers. 
  Object of Muslim’s prayer is the purification of heart, 
which is necessary for spiritual advancement.Benefit 
of Prayer, Allah promises many blessings to you if you 
turn to Him in prayer. Nations are no doubt destroyed 
when they indulge in evil inordinately, and they prosper 
only so long sd their good qualities preponderate. Each 
prayer consists of two parts; one is obligatory (called 
in Arabic Fard), the other traditional (called in Arabic 
Sunnah); and each comprised a different number 
of “steps”, known as rak’ahs. Description of a “step” 
(rak’ ahs) consists of the standing, bending, rising, and 
prostrating positions. After every two “steps” (rak’ahs) 
there is a sitting position. These are the muslim daily 
prayers, Allah gave to His messenger for the believers to 
pray daily all found in the Muslim Daily Prayer book by 
the Honorable Elijah Muhammad. 
  The Supreme Wisdom Volume Two states the following 
page 54. THE FAITHFUL’S MARK. To be truthful 
with you, God has said to me, He will not accept any 
white people in His Kingdom. A special Mark will 
distinguish the righteous from the devils, and it will be 
in their foreheads caused by prostrating. The Muslims 
prostrate in their prayers on rough floors or rugs, which 
produce a mark on their forehead. (Some of my followers 
have such a sign now,procuced by the five-prayers-a-
day obligation). The rigteous is always marked by his 
righteousness, as the wicked is marked by his or her 
wicked acts. They are actually marked by nature and are 
recognized by both parties. Prayer from Holy QUR’AN 
Maulana Muhammad Ali Translation chapter 2;125 
And when we made the House a resort for men and a 
place of security. And Take ye the Place of Abraham for a 
place of prayer.And We enjoined Abraham and Ishmael, 
saying; Purify My House for those who abide(in it) for 
devotion and those who bow down (and) those who 
prostrate themselves. Chapter 7; 206, Surely those who 
are with thy Lord are not too proud to serve Him, and 
they glorify Him and prostrate themselves before Him. 
Chapter 20; 132. And  enjoin prayer on thy people, and 
steadily adhere to it. We ask not of thee a sustenance.  
We provide for thee.. And the (good) end is for guarding 
against evil. Chapter 9; 112.  They who turn (to Allah), 
who serve (Him), who praise (Him), who fast, who bow 
down, who prostrate themselves, who enjoin what is 
good and forbid what is evil and who keep the limits 
of Allah-and give good news to the believers. Chapter 
9; 18,  Only he can maintain the mosques of Allah who 
believes in Allah and the Last Day, and keeps up prayer 
and pays the poor-rate and fears none but Allah. So these 
it is who may be of the guided ones. Al-Jumu’ah; The 
Congregation, Friday Prayer, Chapter 62;9.  O you who 
believe, when the call is sounded for prayer on Friday, 
hasten to the remembrance of Allah and leave off traffic, 
That is better for you, if you know. Also found in Muslim 
Daily Prayer by most Honorable Elijah Muhammad may 
the peace and blessings forever be upon His messenger.
